"1st Annual Bob Guthrie Memorial Ride -
Cycle to Complete the Circle,” organized
by Avalanche Physical Therapy and Great
Adventure Sports, in conjunction with
Friends of Swan Mountain Recpath, to com-
plete the loop around Lake Dillon. The
Swan Mountain Recpath will complete the
loop around Dillon Reservoir, connecting the
Keystone/Snake River Basin and Brecken-
ridge/Upper Blue River Basin. The existing
Summit County Recpath system surrounds
Dillon Reservoir on three sides, but no
Recpath connection exists on the eastern
side of the reservoir.

The first section of the Swan Mountain
Recpath, the Lowry Section, was officially
opened to the public in August 2007. The
Sapphire Section, the second phase, will
connect the completed Lowry Section at
Swan Mountain Road to the top of Sapphire
Point. The Friends of the Swan Mountain
Recpath, a 501(c)(3) and volunteer group of
dedicated local citizens, is focused on ac-
quiring the necessary private funds needed

to match the public funds already being
raised. The group anticipates raising
$385,000, or 20% of the estimated $1.9 mil-
lion needed to construct this second phase.
The 1% Annual Bob Guthrie Memorial Ride
will help to accomplish this effort.

Help us to honor Bob and ‘Complete the
Circle’ by joining other cyclists in raising
money for the Swan Mountain Recpath on
Sunday, August 10. There will be a 75 mile
ride at 8 a.m., a 20 mile ride at 9:30 a.m.
and a 10 mile ride at 10:30 a.m. Cost: $45
($10 for children under 12 years of age) if
you register before July 18, $55 after July 18
and $65 on the day of the ride. Fees include
the ride with aid stations, lunch following the
ride, opportunity to win door prizes in a
drawing, and a goody bag available to the
first 400 people who register.
